Hello Joe Clark Families,

We have some great news to share... Our full time French Immersion Kindergarten has been approved
for next year! We are excited to offer this program for our students and believe it will give them a great
start on developing both early learning and language skills. We are still accepting registrations, so please
encourage any families who you may know to enroll. We will also be offering part time English
Kindergarten on Monday/Wednesdays and scheduled Fridays. Reminder that you can make this a full
week program, by signing your child up for Jr. Kindergarten on the Tuesday/Thursday and alternate
Fridays.

Friendly reminder, Jr Kindergarten and French Kindergarten do require a deposit to hold your child’s
space for next year. This deposit goes towards your child’s last month’s fee, so you won't need to pay an
additional fee for the last month.

Thank you to many of our families who have let us know if they are moving or making a change in
schools for next year. We know family situations change and respect your families' decisions regarding
your educational choices. It is helpful for us to know in advance if you are moving or will be attending
another educational program for next year. Our staffing decisions are made based on our student
enrollment numbers.

School Fees for Junior Kindergarten Programs at EJCS

A one-month deposit is required upon registration. This amount is applied to the June fees. The
following fees are due on the 1st of each month and can be paid via the Edsembli parent portal or in
person at the school. Parents may choose to pay the full year tuition, or month-to-month.

e 2 full days per week program: $200/month
e 3 full days per week program $300/month

Registered English Kindergarten Students - Tuesday/Thursday + non-K Fridays: $250/month
* Classes are subject to a minimum of 12 students and a maximum of 20.

All our Early Learning programs are offered based on registrations received, so
please register your child early to avoid disappointment.
