RAP Students are both high school students and registered apprentices
through Apprenticeship and Industry Training (AIT) and Alberta Advanced Education
supervised by an Off-campus coordinator and a qualified journeyperson.

Credits: Popular Alberta Apprenticeships:

- Students will earn 5 credits for every 125
hours of apprenticeship work.
- Students can earn up to 40 credits total.
